residential blocks nearby.  Hous-
ing available on this main street 
serve as multi-use residences.  
Here, both business as well as 
low-income homes can coexist. 
This type of structure and set up 
has provided small businesses 
with prime “storefront commer-
cial” properties as well as pro-
mote residency trends to move 
toward the area. 

Alberta Street has begun to take 
shape as the unifying tie, which 
it ultimately hopes to provide 
the Albina district. In compari-
son to the more developed 
areas surrounding the site, 
Alberta Street has yet to take 
full  advantage its unique bond-
ing elements of the neighbor-
hood.  Connection through an 
anchoring outdoor garden or 
courtyard space allows for a 
final l ink otherwise not found 

on Alberta Street. A pivotal 
gathering location provides 
support to the community by 
both drawing in the alternative 
design culture to a centralized 
space as well as providing social 
and economic relations to those 
low-income families and busi-
nesses looking to maintain their 
residency in the area.
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
